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Installing The markznet.mdf File and Final Configuration

Once you have submitted the “FCO System Setup Submission Form” (page 26 of the
Installation Guide) you will receive three file archives. Contained in those archives are
the following files:

1. markznet.mdf — The final configuration and control file

2. FlightCheck Online MAC — Macintosh remote Client application

3. FlightCheck Online WIN — Windows/PC remote Client application

Please place the "markznet.mdf" file in the “MarkzNetDataFolder” directory that you
placed on your server in Step 2 of Section 2.2 in the FCO Installation Guide. This
directory should be placed at the root of the server and should NOT be accessible from
the internet.

(On a Linux system "/opt/MarkzNetDataFolder /" is a good choice.)

Editing the markznet.conf OPathToFilesO

Locate the "markznet.conf" file, which must be located in your cgi-bin directory. Use a
text editor to edit this file to reflect the path where you have placed the "markznet.mdf"
file. The element you want to edit is located at Line 25 as in the following example:

NOTE: Unless you have made prior arrangements to activate this feature; the
“NotAllowedMCURL" (which follows the PathToFiles section) should be left in the
markznet.conf "as-is". If you wish to include this feature please contact your Markzware
Authorized Solution Provider or Markzware representative.

Once you have completed this final installation the FlightCheck Online administrative
server will automatically ping and activate your FCO server. If the remote Client
application is able to contact your FCO Server you will know that activation has been
successful.

FCO Remote Client Applications

These are the Client applications that your customers will need to download and install in
order to use your FCO system. There is a file (ReadMe.txt) in your FCO “clients” folder.
It provides instructions for preparing these Clients for download availability and use by
your customers.
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
